CULINARY CORNER 
Starters for Christmas Lunch by Roy Whitlow
At this time of the year, almost every magazine you pick up gives advice on how to cook the turkey or the goose, and probably goes on about the merits of various bought or homemade Christmas puddings.  All this is very good and helpful, but these are essentially traditional dishes; there does not seem to be much scope for originality or innovation.  Starters for Christmas meals, however, are not so set on traditional lines.  I thought that readers might like to try one (or more) of the following ideas.  Just think how your guests, and maybe even your family, will exclaim with pleasure phrases such as: ‘How clever.’  ‘What an original idea.’  ‘That is the most interesting starter I have ever tasted.  Well done!’  The plaudits will come rolling in.  Oh, just make sure the turkey is cooked enough and the brandy flames prettily around the pudding.  And do open the red wines in plenty of time for them to breathe!

Salade de Chevre Chaud
Buy a roll of Goat’s cheese (preferably French) sufficient for each person to have a slice 25 mm (1 in) thick.  Cut rounds of thick bread to the same diameter as the cheese slices and toast lightly.  Wash and arrange on each plate a mixture of salad leaves. Prepare a vinaigrette dressing.  Just before the meal, grill (about 10 mins; just one side) the cheese slices mounted on the toasted bread croutons.  Dress the salad leaves and place the croutons bearing the slightly bubbling cheese in the centre of the leaves.

Spicy tomato and lentil soup

Prepare this in advance, then just heat up and add the garnish on Christmas Day.  Place in a large saucepan: 1 large onion (chopped), 2 carrots (chopped), 150 g red lentils, 2 x 400 g cans chopped tomatoes, 1 teaspoon ground cumin, 1 teaspoon curry powder, 1.2 litres (2 pints) vegetable stock (stock cubes could be used), black pepper to taste (or for really spicy, i.e. hot: Tabasco sauce or cayenne pepper – take care.).  Bring to the boil, then lower the heat and simmer for 30 mins (or until the lentils are soft.  Allow to cool and then liquidise in batches in a blender.  Adjust seasonings.

Store in a refrigerator or freezer until Christmas Day.  Heat up and garnish with chopped coriander or parsley.

There are several variations: use butter-nut squash or pumpkin flesh instead of lentils; use chopped mushrooms in place of half the onion; use chopped potatoes instead of the carrots; use chopped chillies and or chilli powder instead of the cumin and curry powder.

Tomates farcies aux foie salpicon
This is another dish that can be prepared in advance; the day before is recommended.
Remove the giblets from the bird of choice; if this is a turkey or goose, take the neck also.  Place all of these in a large saucepan, together with a chopped onion, a clove of garlic chopped finely and a teaspoon of fines herbes or a bouquet garni.  Add a litre of water or preferably chicken stock.  Bring to the boil and simmer for 40 mins.  Allow to cool and separate the meats from the bones and other inedibles; scrape the meat off the neck bones; chop the meats very finely or use a blender.  Strain the remaining stock from the rest of pan’s contents and in this cook an equal quantity of rice.  Mix the rice and chopped meats, adding seasoning as required and a tablespoon of chopped parsley.  Store the mixture (salpicon) in a refrigerator until the following day.

Take one large tomato for each diner and slice off the top quarter (use a zig-zag cut if you want to be fancy).  Scoop out the seeds and fill each tomato with the salpicon.  Place the stuffed tomatoes in an oven-proof dish, sprinkle with olive oil, breadcrumbs and Parmesan cheese (optional).  Bake at 220°C for 30-40 mins.  Garnish with sprigs of parsley and serve with salad leaves and thinly-cut buttered brown bread

Aubergine and cheese salad
Some of this dish can also be pre-prepared.
Halve and de-stone enough aubergines to allow a half per diner.  Remove the flesh carefully and slice thinly (store if necessary in water and lemon juice).  Slice thinly several tomatoes (one per diner).  Slice portions of a medium to soft cheese, e.g. mozzarella, brie, etc. to match the size of the tomato slices.  Assemble the slices on each plate in a random pile, drizzle with extra virgin olive oil and sprinkle with chopped basil.  Serve with warm bread, e.g. sun-dried tomato bread, olive bread, etc.
Alternative Christmas Pudding by Christine Banwell
Why not try this, as an alternative to your traditional Christmas Pudding?

ICED CHRISTMAS PUDDING.
Ingredients.

142 ml Milk.

112 grms Pink and White Marshmallows

1 - 5 ml spoon each of Cocoa and Coffee.

56 grms Raisins.

28 grms each of Currants and Sultanas.

2- 15 ml spoons of Sherry

56 grms Maraschino Cherries (chopped).

56 grms Chopped Nuts.

142 ml Double Cream.
Method.

Soak Raisins, Sultanas and Currants in the Sherry for 30 minutes.

In the Microwave or Saucepan, Heat Milk with Marshmallows, Cocoa and Coffee until Marshmallows start to melt. Leave to cool.

Add the fruit to the Marshmallow mixture and mix-in Maraschino Cherries and Chopped Nuts.

Put into a basin and place in Freezer until mixture thickens.

Whip the cream and fold into the mixture.

Turn into a ‘chilled basin’.

Freeze and cover until needed.

Serving.

Remove from freezer 10 minutes before serving.

Dip the basin into hot water and turn out onto serving dish.

Cut slices with warm knife.

Pour over with Double Cream (if required).
