The Hoopers Farm Fence - Latest News by Tony Harding
After the brush-off from the Ridings High School at the meeting on September 20, and given the reluctance of both Parish Council and South Gloucestershire Council to get involved, even though the land belongs to the latter, residents have taken three main steps. They have made an application for Village Green Status, supported so far by letters from 142 residents, and have also applied for the reinstatement of the footpath LWB 36 that ran from the changing rooms to the gap in the hedge across the fields until 1969. The School has very recently, and reluctantly, conceded that it will have to wait for these matters to be clarified before proceeding with the fence. 

Residents also exercised their right to insist that the Parish Council hold a public meeting on the issue, and this took place on Tuesday October 24, when over 100 people crowded into the main hall at the Greenfield Centre in Park Avenue, to express their opposition to the fence, and their frustration at the refusal of both the School and South Gloucestershire Council, who own the land, to attend the meeting. Councillor Sheila Cook was there, however, in her capacity as Executive Councillor for Children and Young People. Only three Parish Councillors attended the meeting, although these included David Fletcher who bravely took the Chair, and two Councillors who are also school governors. None of those who attended can have been left in any doubt as to the strength of local feeling on this issue. 

Residents are finding it increasingly difficult to understand the reluctance of their local Councils to intervene in this dispute. South Gloucestershire has just launched a ‘Play Ranger’ scheme, which acknowledges the decreasing space available for children, and aims to create a secure environment in which youngsters can enjoy themselves. Where exactly is that going to happen in our part of Winterbourne if Hoopers Farm is fenced in? And which department is running this scheme? The same one that is allowing the School to fence in fields that it uses for less than 20% of the time!

 Did the meeting achieve anything? Yes, because it did show how many local people feel very strongly on this issue, and because by the end of the evening the representatives of the Parish Council had agreed to include the issue for the first time on the agenda of the next Parish Council meeting on Monday, November 6 at 8pm. All interested residents are urged to attend. Also, Sheila Cook, who attended the public meeting as an observer, said that she would be raising the matter urgently with the officers within South Gloucestershire responsible for the Department of Children and Young People. 

Can readers do anything? Yes! Firstly, keep using the fields! Secondly, attend the Parish Council meeting on November 6. Thirdly, more letters are needed to support the application for Village Green Status; if you would like a model letter, please let Tony Harding know on 01454 772285. Finally, it is not too late to contact the School and your local Parish and South Gloucestershire Councillors. It will be a black day for our part of the local community if the fences go up, and Councillors still need to be made aware of this.

CULINARY PAGE by Roy Whitlow
Meatballs, rissoles and rillettes
The cheaper cuts of meat are often neglected; after all it is much easier to deal with a fine leg of lamb or pork, or a nicely marbled piece of topside. But, you know, there can be some delicious meals to be had from the less expensive stuff offered by your butcher.  A little more time and effort may need to be expended, but then when it comes to eating – and impressing family and/or friends – well!  Be warned though – do not buy too cheaply – too much fat and gristle won’t do at all.  Tell the butcher what you are making and ask for his advice.  No self-respecting butcher is going to sell you fillet steaks for making rissoles.  Also, you can mix different meats: minced ham from a hock can give a flavour to sing for.

It will help with the following recipes if you have a good mincer or food processor.  If your kitchen doesn’t sport such equipment, then do two things: (a) put this on your Christmas list, and (b) ask the butcher to mince the meat you buy from him. Note: the herbs mentioned are fresh, use less if dried and reduce temperatures by 10% in fan ovens.

Meatballs   Meatballs should be made with ground meat or very finely minced.  Size can vary: golf-ball size for main course, smaller for hors d’ouvres.  Choose fairly lean meat; add ham or bacon to lamb or pork.  Try varying the herbs and spices added.

Porcupine Meatballs   Combine 500 g (for 4 people) ground beef with 100 g uncooked long grain rice, 100 g finely chopped onion and a beaten egg.  Form into balls.  Mix 50 g tomato paste, 1 tsp tomato ketchup, 10 g salt, a little pepper, 1 tsp chilli powder; add sufficient water to make a thick liquid. Simmer the meatballs in the tomato mixture for 1 hour.

Spicy Meatballs   Combine 450 g pork with 200 g ham or gammon, both finely minced (4-6 people), 2 beaten eggs, 2 tblsp chopped parsley, 1 tblsp oregano, 100 g plain flour, 150 g  finely chopped onion, 5 g salt, a little pepper, ½ tsp nutmeg, ½ tsp chilli powder and ½ tsp  curry powder.  Form into walnut-sized balls.  Bake at 200°C for 20 minutes.  Place the meatballs in an oiled casserole dish and pour over beef stock or gravy, or tomato or other sauce.  Cover and cook at 150°C (Fan: for 60 mins.
Surprise Meatballs  Make the meatball mixture as above.  Cut some firm cheese into 1 cm cubes (Emmenthal, Edam, Jarlsberg, Cheddar, etc.)  Form the meat mixture into walnut-sized balls, each around a cube of cheese.  Cook as above, or fry in deep oil for 10-12 mins, turning, until brown all over.  Serve with cabbage or spinach and sautéed potatoes.

Rissoles   In France these are prepared in puff pastry, in UK no pastry is used.  Mixtures vary: minced meat with herbs & spices, vegetables, rice, potato.  Form into round patties or sticks for dipping.

Chicken, Potato and Almond Rissoles    Chop 400 g lightly-boiled potatoes (for 4). Finely chop 400 g cooked chicken and grate or chop 250g carrots.  Combine all with 1 tspn chopped tarragon or thyme, 1 crushed garlic clove, a beaten egg.  Form into small patties and coat with beaten egg and chopped almonds.  Bake at 180°C for 15 minutes and then fry in a flat pan, browning both sides.

Vegetable Rissoles   Use cooked long-grain rice or lentils (450 g for 4).  Combine with finely chopped onion, bell pepper or capsicum and carrot; stir in crushed garlic, cayenne pepper, curry powder, ground cumin, coriander, salt, a squeeze of lemon juice and 50 g tomato paste.  Fry in oil to brown both sides.  Coat in yoghurt and breadcrumbs

Rillettes   This can be a preparation of pork, rabbit, goose, duck or chicken.  The meat can either be slow-roasted or simmered with bones and herbs.  The meat is then separated and shredded and packed into pots, with sufficient cooking juices to form a jelly.  It is served cold.

Rillettes de Tours   Use a 1 kg (for 6) mix of fat and lean pork belly, blade, shoulder, etc.  Chop the meat coarsely and crack the bones.  Place in a saucepan with 6 cloves and 12 peppercorns in a twist of muslin and 20 g salt.  Cover with water and simmer for 4 hours.  Remove bones, herbs and meat rind, stripping and shredding the meat.  Turn up the heat and reduce the liquid so that it will set when cold.  Place in pots with the remaining liquor; seal and cool.

Spicy English Rillettes   Use 1 kg (for 6) pork belly or shoulder.  Remove the rind and score the meat with a sharp knife.  Rub over with nutmeg, black pepper and sea salt, and place in a baking tray. Sprinkle with 6 juniper berries, 4 cloves (cracked); add half a cinnamon stick and a sprig of sage or oregano.  Cover and leave to marinate, overnight if possible.  Pour in 150 ml dry cider or white wine and add 2 tbspn of duck or goose fat.  Cover with a lid or foil and bake at 200°C for 20 mins and then at 150°C for 90 mins.  Pour off the liquid through a sieve and allow the meat to cool.  Shred the meat using forks and place in a serving dish* with a little grated orange zest.  If the liquor has set, warm it; if still liquid reduce by boiling.  Pour the liquor over the meat and decorate with bay leaves or thyme sprigs.  Allow to go cold.  Serve with toast and green salad. [*Alternatively place in sterilized jars for storing.]

Winterbourne Down WI News by Mona Parker
Donna Butcher, one of our Past Presidents, is now the Vice-Chairman of the Avon Federation. We wish Donna well and know that she will bring her natural enthusiasm and energy to her new role.

In May if this year we started looking after the garden, which is outside The All Saints Church Hall, which of course is where we hold our meetings. We are pleased to hear that we have won £100 from Yorkshire Tea, Trees for Life Community Bursary; this is to spend on the garden. Jill, our Secretary, has to take the credit for this, she sent in a very detailed application on our behalf. She photographed the garden, both in it’s ‘before and after’ stages. The last photograph was a humorous one of a group of us – spades over our shoulders in front of a summery flowering garden. Buying a water butt is one of the things we plan to do with the money.

Our speaker for October was George Always. The title of his talk was a Gardening Demonstration with Hints and Tips. George is a horticulturist, who for many years, taught people with special needs. He gave a demonstration of how to plant a winter flowering basket; these have become very fashionable during the last 10-15 years. There are numerous plants that can be used, although winter flowering pansies are probably the most popular. George advocated using wool liners which work well and are relatively inexpensive; he also suggested that a Thyme and Sage basket would be successful. Amongst his ‘hints and tips’ were the following; now is the  time to aerate your lawns, replace fruit bushes, plant sweet peas, plant garlic before Christmas – not using garlic bought from the supermarket – but buying from a reputable grower. Do not plant tulip bulbs too early, buy in December (when they are often cheaper and plant during December and January. George spoke in a very relaxed way and made his subject interesting and enjoyable.

Margaret and Chris were our representatives at the AGM held at the Winter Gardens, they both thought that it was an excellent meeting with very good speakers. The Burundi Bears and Woolly hats that our WI had made were taken along to the meeting with them. Norah Luton, one of our members, had amazingly knitted forty-two bears and thirty-two hats. I wonder if this is a record?

Reports on ‘Wales, Past and Present’ were given by Dawn, telling us about Llancaiach Fawr Manor, a restored manor, which is reputed to be haunted, then Jill gave us a description of the Millennium Centre at Cardiff. The Centre overlooks Cardiff Bay and apparently, the brief for the architects was that it had to be ‘unmistakably Welsh and internationally outstanding’.
